Non-native speakers of English will normally require IELTS 7.0 or above with a minimum of 6.5 in each component (or equivalent).
*Maintenance comprises a stipend of £11,538 pa, a research training support grant of up to £750 pa, and £2,325 (160 hours) pa from a customary contribution to the School’s teaching and research activities.
